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  In August, 1992, Warren founded Online Career Center (OCC), the first employment site on the 

Internet. He remained president of OCC after it was sold to TMP Worldwide (now Monster Worldwide) 

in December 1995. OCC was renamed Monster.com and he was named its first president in December 

1998. Warren received the prestigious Pericles Pro Meritus Award, an honor presented by the Society 

for Human Resource Management (SHRM) and the Employment Management Association (EMA) in 

recognition of being the founder of online recruiting and for his outstanding contribution to the human 

resource profession. He is a graduate of Indiana University and a U.S. Army veteran.
